Even though November 11th is officially Veterans Day, honoring our veterans shouldn’t be limited to just 
one day. We should show gratitude every day to those who have kept us safe and defended the country 
we cherish. To me, every day is Veterans Day—when you see a veteran, take a moment to thank them. 

The service dog program within AHEPA became a reality through AHEPA Service Dogs for Warriors 
(ASDW) (https://ahepa-servicedogs.org/). We are affiliated with the nation’s oldest Hellenic 

organization, the American Hellenic Educational Progressive Association (AHEPA) (https://ahepa.org). 

In 2016, ASDW was established under the leadership of Chairman and veteran George Karatzia. With the 
support of board members and trustees, the organization has raised over $1.8 million dollars, funding 
more than 250 service dogs for veterans living with PTSD. The success of ASDW is made possible by the 
generous sponsors and donors across the country who continue to support its mission. It is both an honor 
and a responsibility to serve those who have served us, and that commitment must continue. 

ASDW focuses on assisting veterans with PTSD by providing highly trained service dogs sourced through 
America’s VetDogs. We work closely to ensure each veteran is thoughtfully matched with the right service 
dog, forming a life-changing partnership. Sponsors and donors are able to follow each dog’s journey 
through updates and photos as they progress in training. Our website, currently a work in progress, 
highlights these stories and milestones. Through the AHEPA Service Dogs website (ahepa-servicedogs.org), 
individuals can complete a sponsorship or donation form online or print one to share. Donors who fully 
sponsor a dog have the special opportunity to name it—whether in honor of someone or simply a 
meaningful name of their choosing. The full process, from funding to placement with a veteran, typically 
takes between 18 months and two years. 

Many of our nation’s heroes return home physically, but mentally remain on the battlefield, burdened by 
invisible wounds. Too often, this struggle leads to devastating outcomes, with an estimated 22 veterans 
per day lost to suicide. Service dogs offer hope, healing, and companionship—providing veterans with 
renewed purpose and a trusted partner on their path forward. 

As American patriots, we are deeply grateful for the dedication and sacrifice shown by our veterans every 
day. Through meaningful actions—not just words—we strive to make every day a day of recognition by 
pairing heroes facing PTSD with life-changing service dogs.
